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PzLaan, in Rockingham
county, was incorporated in
1746, and in 1810, it contain-
ed 998 inhabitants; bounded
N. by Windham and Szlem, S.
E. and S. by Dracut, (Mass.)
and W. by Nottingham West.
Its area is 16,338 acres, of
which 280 are water. There
are here two ponds, Jsland
pond of abour 178 acres, and
Gumpas pond of about 100.
Beaver river flows through the
town and receives the waters
of_ :::ae ponds. The surface
o town is rally even
although theregen:re {everai
swells of valuable land.

Rev. James Hobbe was or-
dained here in 1765, and was
succeeded by Rev. James
Moody. Rev. John Chureh,
the present minister, was set-
tled in 1798. There is here
1 mecting-house, 3 grain-mills,
3 saw-mills, 1 clathing-mill, a
carding-mschine, and 3 trading
stores. During the ten years
ending in 1808, the number of
deaths in this town was121, of
which 32 were of consumption.
